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Terunuma, who was born with congenital visual impairment, created "Mieteru
Nozomi-kun" as his alter ego, driven by a strong desire to see. Mieteru
Nozomi-kun wears three monocular lenses on one eye. In stark contrast, "Mienai
Nozomi-chan" emerged in recent years as someone with excellent vision.
However, she can see even things she'd rather not, including the darker aspects
of society, leading her to close her eyes in protest.

Terunuma's artwork consistently revolves around the theme of vision, which is
deeply connected to his own congenital visual impairment. In his works, there is
a character named "Mieteru Nozomi-kun," a boy with a lens over one eye. He
represents Terunuma's alter ego and symbolizes the longing for a different way
of seeing, contrasting with his own limited vision.

On the other hand, there is "Mienai Nozomi-chan," a girl who is the opposite of
Terunuma. She was born with excellent eyesight and can even see things that
she would rather not witness. This ability makes her uncomfortable, and she
often chooses to keep her eyes closed, wishing not to see. These two extreme
characters exist in various settings, wandering through different worlds and
embarking on journeys.
